eDirectory Plug In V1

@ WORDPRESS

Quick and Simple Installation

Visit the plugin page in the site manager area and fill in your WordPress details.

Verify the connection and download the plugin.

Login into your Wordpress admin area (Typically at www.yourdomain.com/wp-admin/) and
open the plugins page. Click on “Add New” and then “Upload”.

Locate the .zip file you just downloaded and click on “Install Now”.

After installation, click on “Activate” to enable your plugin.

Go to settings, “Your Site Plugin” and add your key (the key will be generated on the eDirectory
WordPress Plugin Page).
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How to use this plug in

1. After you install the plugin and add your key you can export :
a. All Categories
b. All Posts
c. All Comments

2. Go to Settings, “Your Site Plugin” and click on the option to export.

3. After you install and activate your plugin, whenever you update your Wordpress blog, the

posts, categories or comments will automatically be sent to your eDirectory blog module.

Plug in Requirements
This plugin will work on WordPress version 3.2.1. It can only be installed when downloaded from an
activated installation of eDirectory.

Enabling this plugin will disable some functions within the eDirectory blog module. You will not be
able to Add, Edit or Tag posts as this functionality will now be handled by your Wordpress installation.

Wordpress categories will be exported and treated like Tags within eDirectory. On the main landing
pages and in the search results areas of eDirectory, they will be shown as such.

Troubleshooting
There are no known issues with this plug in.

It is important to note that you will need to have content within your Wordpress installation (Posts,
Categories or Comments) in order to export to the eDirectory blog module.
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
